	67:16:29:02.05.  Lymphedema pumps -- Limits. Coverage of lymphedema pumps is subject to the following restrictions:

	(1)  The pump must be provided in the recipient's residence;
	(2)  All other first-line treatments, such as salt restriction and wrapping, have failed; and
	(3)  The provider must have received prior written authorization from the department as provided under § 67:16:29:02.06.

	A nonsegmental pump must be utilized first, unless medically contraindicated. A segmental pump may be authorized if the nonsegmental pump fails to control the condition. Authorization for a segmental pump is based on documentation which substantiates the medical contraindication for the nonsegmental pump or the failure of the nonsegmental pump to control the condition.

	The department shall rent the pump for 90 days with reauthorization dependent on medical necessity and the recipient's compliance with treatment. At the end of six months, the department shall determine whether to purchase the pump. A determination to purchase is based on the recipient's compliance with treatment, medical necessity, and cost effectiveness.
