	67:16:39:07.  Change in primary care provider. The PCP selection remains in effect until one of the following occurs:

	(1)  The recipient submits a written, signed, and dated request for a provider change during the recipient's annual redetermination of eligibility; or

	(2)  The recipient or PCP submits a written, signed, and dated request to the department specifically showing good cause for change.  The department shall approve or disapprove the change request and shall notify the PCP and the recipient of the decision.

	For purposes of this rule, good cause for change includes reasons such as the individual or the individual's PCP moves from a designated managed care area, the PCP refuses to accept the individual as a patient, or the relationship between the PCP and the individual is mutually unacceptable.
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
