When an individual no longer receives assistance, the department shall notify the individual of the opportunity to continue receiving enforcement services. The notice shall specify the services available, the fees that may be imposed, and the cost recovery and distribution policies of the department. The department shall continue to provide enforcement services unless the individual notifies the department that continued services are not desired.
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
