	67:18:01:62.  Administrative review and fair hearing before restricting issuance of license, registration, certification, or permit. Following receipt of the notice referred to in § 67:18:01:61, an individual may contest the accuracy of the amount of child support arrearages or other information contained in the notice by requesting an administrative review within 15 calendar days of the date of the notice. If the department receives the request within the time specified, the individual has 10 calendar days to submit written documentation for review by the department. Based on the review, the department shall enter a decision and a determination whether the department shall recommend that the issuance or renewal of the individual's driver's, professional, sporting, or recreational license, registration, certification, or permit be restricted. The individual may appeal the review decision by submitting a written request for a fair hearing within 10 calendar days after receiving a copy of the review decision.
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
