The family foster parent may provide care for up to 6 children, including the foster parent's own children who are under 18 years of age and residing in the home. There may be no more than 2 children under the age of 2, including the foster parent's own children. Exceptions to this requirement may be made by the department or the child placement agency to keep siblings together or to place a child with a foster parent who is their relative. The maximum number of 6 children may be waived for a period of up to 10 days for emergency placements or respite care.
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
