Night-time care programs within the context of this chapter mean any program in operation between 7:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. When the same premises are used for the provision of both day and night care, the number of children during overlapping shift periods may not exceed the maximum licensed capacity of the program. No child may attend the program for more than 18 hours in any 24-hour period. The required staff-child ratio, as outlined in § 67:42:10:07, must be maintained during all hours of operation. Staff on duty must be awake and alert to the needs of children. Staff supervising sleeping children must be on the same floor as the sleeping children.
