Medications may only be administered with the written consent of the parent or guardian and only if the consent lists the name of the medication and the date or dates the medication is to be administered. A copy of the consent form must be maintained in the child's record. Any medication administered to a child must be documented to include the dose, name of child, time and date administered, and signature of the person administering the medication. This written documentation shall be available to the child's parent or guardian and must be kept for six months following the administration of the medication. Medications must be kept in the original container with the original label intact. The label for prescription medications must contain legible directions for use, the expiration date, the child's name, and the physician's name. Medications must be stored in a place that is inaccessible to children. Medication requiring refrigeration must be placed in another nonabsorbent container and labeled "medications."
