	67:42:16:10.  Denial of license or registration certificate. The department may deny a license or registration certificate to an applicant based on an evaluation, substantiated by facts, showing that the applicant does not meet standards for care.

	Within 60 days after completion of the application, the applicant must receive a written notice of approval or denial of a license or registration certificate. If the application is denied, the notice must include the reasons for the denial. An applicant may reapply when the applicant has taken corrective action related to the reasons for the original denial of the license or registration certificate.
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
