A pilot who is the holder of a current private pilot certificate issued by the Federal Aviation Administration or an authorized agency thereof and who is the bona fide owner or lessee in possession of the land or area to be subjected to the application of any material, substance, or chemical shall be qualified to apply the same; provided, such pilot shall have completed a minimum of 750 hours of solo flight time, 250 hours of which shall have been in the type and class of aircraft to be used, and one-half of which said 250 hours of solo flight time shall have been had within the 12 months next preceding the date when such flight operations are to commence.
