	(1)  "Board," the board of certification;

	(2)  "Installer," any person who is directly responsible for the supervision of the alteration, repair, construction, and installation of an individual or small on-site wastewater system;

	(3)  "Individual on-site wastewater system," a system or facility for treating, neutralizing, stabilizing, or dispersing wastes from one source;

	(4)  "Secretary," the secretary of the Department of Environment and Natural Resources or the secretary's authorized representative; and

	(5)  "Small on-site wastewater system," a system or device for the collection, storage, treatment, neutralization, stabilization, and dispersal of wastewater from dwellings or other facilities which serves 30 or fewer individuals or produces 7,500 gallons or less of wastewater a day.
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
