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Safe Sleep

o South Dakota Cribs for Kids® was established in April 2012 to distribute
cribs to families who need a safe sleep environment for the baby.

o The Safe Sleep Kit includes a Play ‘n Pack crib, crib sheet, sleep sack,
Safe Sleep for Your Baby DVD, Safe Sleep Baby Safe and Snug children’s
book, and pacifier and is provided to low resource families at no cost.

o Staff provide education about the use of the crib and ways to reduce the risk
of SIDS and accidental suffocations

o As of November 19, 2014, the DOH has distributed 4,630 Play n’ Pack
cribs and full-sized cribs to families, child care programs, foster care
providers, and domestic abuse shelters.

o Several hospitals are also raising funds and distributing cribs to families of
infants born in their facility.
