WHEREAS, Kiko Mendoza is the only male runner in South Dakota history to win four straight
individual state cross country championships. He demonstrated teamwork as a team member that
won the state title in the Class A State Cross Country Meet. He received All-State at the state cross
country meet three times and honorable mention for All-American cross country.
