BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 1-11-25 be amended to read as follows:4

1-11-25. Any fees collected under §§ 1-11-17 to 1-11-25, inclusive, shall be distributed as5

follows:6

(1) Any daily user fee collected in the administration of twice a day testing, drug patch7

testing, or urinalysis testing under the 24/7 sobriety program shall be collected by the8

sheriff, or the entity designated by the sheriff, and paid into the general fund9

deposited with the county treasurer of the proper county, the proceeds of which shall10

be applied and used only to defray the recurring costs of the 24/7 sobriety program11

including maintaining equipment, funding support services and ensuring compliance;12

(2) Any installation and deactivation fee collected in the administration of electronic13

alcohol monitoring device testing shall be collected by the sheriff, or the entity14
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designated by the sheriff, and paid into the general fund deposited with the county1

treasurer of the proper county, the proceeds of which shall be applied and used only2

to defray the recurring costs of the 24/7 sobriety program including maintaining3

equipment, funding support services, and ensuring compliance;4

(3) Any daily user fee collected in the administration of electronic alcohol monitoring5

device testing shall be deposited in the state 24/7 sobriety fund created by § 1-11-18;6

and7

(4) The Department of Corrections or the Unified Judicial System may collect an8

installation fee and a deactivation fee in their administration of electronic alcohol9

monitoring device testing. These fees shall be deposited into the state general fund.10
