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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to reduce the minimum size for improvement districts.1

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:2

Section 1. That subdivision (6) of § 7-25A-1 be amended to read as follows:3

(6) "Improvement district," a local unit of special purpose government which is created4

pursuant to this chapter and limited to the performance of those functions authorized5

by this chapter, the boundaries of which contain no less than six hundred forty three6

hundred twenty acres, the governing head of which is a body created, organized, and7

authorized to function specifically as prescribed in this chapter;8
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
