FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to allow certain alcoholic beverage licensees to charge a
corkage fee for serving wine supplied by customers.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKQOTA:

Section 1. That chapter 35-1 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as
follows:

Notwithstanding the provisions of § 35-1-5.6, an on-sale licensee may permit a customer
to bring a bottle of wine onto the licensed premises for consumption by the customer while
eating ameal that was prepared by the licensee and that was served at a table on the licensed
premises. The licensee may charge a corkage fee for serving wine supplied by a customer. The
customer may carry out the unconsumed portion of the bottle of wineif theoriginal or asimilar
type of cork isreinserted in the bottle by the licensee, and the cork can only be removed by a
corkscrew or other similar device, or the bottleis sealed by the licensee in such away that the
bottle cannot be opened without breaking the seal. A bottle of winethat is corked or sealed as
provided in this section is not aviolation of the provisions of § 35-1-9.1if the cork or the seal

has not been disturbed.
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
