BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 21-35-2 be amended to read as follows:

21-35-2. A petition filed pursuant to § 21-35-1 shall namethe person, group, or corporation
desiringtotakeor damage private property asplaintiff, and all personshavinginterestinor liens
upon the property affected by the proceeding as defendants, so far asthey shall be known at the
timeof filingthe same. It shall contain adescription of the property to betaken or damaged. The
purpose for which the property is to be taken or damaged shall be clearly set forth in the
petition. It shall not be necessary to specify the interests or claims of the several defendantsin

theland or property affected by the proceeding. The defendant shall be notified not lessthan six

months before the petition isfiled of the plaintiff'sintention to file the petition and the specific

nature of the petition, including a description of the property to be taken or damaged and the

purpose for which the property is to be taken or damaged.
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
