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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to limit the sources of funds that may be used in the support1

of election activities administered by the state and its political subdivisions.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 12-1 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

The state and its political subdivisions may only accept money in support of the6

administration of an election from another political subdivision, the state, a tribal government7

located within the State of South Dakota, or the federal government.8
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
