BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 23-5-11 be amended to read as follows:

23-5-11. Confidential criminal justice information and criminal history information are
specifically exempt from disclosure pursuant to 88 1-27-1 to 1-27-1.15, inclusive, and may be
withheld by the lawful custodian of the records. Information about calls for service revealing
the date, time, and general location and general subject matter of the call is not confidential
criminal justice information and may shall be released to the public;at-the-discretionof-the
execttive-of-the-taw-enforcement-ageney-avetved; unless the information contains criminal
intelligence or identity information that would jeopardize an ongoing investigation. The
provisions of this section do not supersede more specific provisions regarding public access or

confidentiality elsewhere in state or federal law.
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
