BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 41-1 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

Any person who is a resident, as defined by § 41-1-1, and who is required by the person's6

employer to possess a driver license issued by a state other than South Dakota, is entitled to any7

resident hunting, fishing, or trapping privileges, unless the person claims any resident hunting,8

fishing, or trapping privileges in a state other than South Dakota or any foreign country.9
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
