WHEREAS, the Yankton School Board members work well as a team for the benefit of the
students in the Yankton School District, and put in many hours beyond the regularly scheduled
meetings to ensure a quality education for all students; and

WHEREAS, the Yankton School Board has many accomplishments such as an agreement with
the Boys and Girls Club of Yankton to construct a new facility on the campus of the Yankton Middle
School, a partnership with Lewis and Clark Behavioral Health to obtain a grant to help ensure mental
wellness services to students and families, and obtaining a Governor's Career and Technical
Education Grant to use in preparing students with skills in high need areas and in improving
