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1 FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to require certain posting of information if hydraulic

2 fracture stimulation is performed on oil and gas wells.

3 BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

4 Section 1. That chapter 45-9 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as

5 follows:

6 If hydraulic fracture stimulation is performed on a well, the owner, operator, or service

7 company shall post on the FracFocus Chemical Disclosure Registry the following stimulation

8 detail:

9 (1) Fracture date;

10 (2) American petroleum institute number;

11 (3) The operator name, county, and state;

12 (4) Well name and number, longitude, latitude, longitude/latitude projection, production

13 type, true vertical depth, total water volume, and hydraulic fracturing fluid

14 composition as follows:

15 (a) Trade name;

16 (b) Supplier;
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1 (c) Purpose;

2 (d) Ingredients;

3 (e) Chemical abstract number;

4 (f) Maximum ingredient concentration in additive; and

5 (g) Maximum ingredient concentration in hydraulic fracturing fluid.

6 For the purpose of this section, the term, hydraulic fracturing stimulation, means the

7 pressurized injection of fluids commonly made up of water and chemical additives into a

8 geologic formation.
