FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to secure South Dakota Retirement System benefits for
members whose employers are privatized.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That chapter 3-12 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as
follows:

If a participating unit determines that a governmental function is to be privatized, the
participating unit shall passaresolution to that effect determining the date that itsemployeeswill
cease to be public employees digible for membership in the system. The participating unit shall
notify the system and the empl oyees affected of itsresolution and, after the effective date, cease
to make contributionsto the South Dakota Retirement System asrequired in 88 3-12-71 and 3-
12-72. Any member affected by privatization isentitled to the benefitsaccrued as of the effective
date under the provisions of chapter 3-12. For the purposes of determining digibility for vesting
pursuant to § 3-12-47(73) and early retirement pursuant to 8 3-12-106, yearsof servicewith the

successor employer shall be considered.
