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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to provide for the issuance of big game licensesto certain
landowners and operators free of charge.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That chapter 41-6 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as
follows:

Any resdent farmer or rancher who owns or leasesthe prescribed minimum acreage of farm
or ranch land to qualify for landowner preference and who actually resides on such land or isan
owner-operator of such land may beissued free of charge any deer license for which the farmer
or rancher qualifies. No more than two licenses may be issued free of charge under this section

to any farm or ranch household for an applicable deer season.
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
