BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. In awarding custody involving a minor, the court shall consider a conviction of

domestic abuse asdefined in § 25-10-1(1) or aconviction of assault against a person as defined

in 8 25-10-1(2), except againgt any person related by consanguinity, but not living in the same
househol d. Theconviction createsarebuttabl e presumption that awarding custody to theabusive
parent is not in the best interests of the minor.

Section 2. In awarding custody or granting rights of visitation involving a minor, the court
shall consider a conviction, excluding vehicular homicide, of a parent for the death of the other
parent. A conviction for the death of the other parent creates a rebuttable presumption that
awarding custody or granting visitation to the convicted parent isnot in the best interests of the

minor.
