BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 5-18 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

If the governing body of any public corporation, or any entity created or controlled, in whole6

or in part, by a public corporation, advertises for bids for any goods or services, the public7

corporation, or any entity created or controlled, in whole or in part, by the public corporation,8

may not submit a bid. This section does not prohibit any public corporation, or any entity created9

or controlled, in whole or in part, by a public corporation, from providing any goods or services10

for the public corporation.11
