Section 1. That § 13-28-20 be repealed.

Section 2. That 8 13-28-38 be amended to read as follows:

13-28-38. Tuition required pursuant to 8 13-28-22 may bewaived if agreed to by the school
boardsinvolved. Notwithstanding 88 13-6-85, 13-28-9, 13-28-10, £3-28-26; and 13-28-21, the
decision of aschool board to waive or not to waivetuitionisfinal except asspecifically provided
in this section. Any request for a waiver of tuition shall be made to the affected school boards
by the parent or guardian of the affected student. The school boards shall take action on the
request within forty-five days after receiving the request. A school board's decision pursuant to
this section may be appealed to the circuit court in the time and manner specified by § 13-46-1
or to the secretary of the Department of Education and Cultural Affairswithin thirty daysfrom
the date of the decison of the school board by filing a notice with the secretary of the school
board and mailing a copy of the notice to the secretary of the Department of Education and
Cultural Affairs. The granting of any waiver isnot alegal precedent for any future request for

waiver.
