FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to repeal a prohibition on certain municipalities regarding1

ownership and operation of  medical clinics and to declare an emergency.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 34-9-1.1 be repealed.4

34-9-1.1. Medical clinics shall not be established, constructed, purchased, maintained or5

operated by municipalities with a population of fifteen hundred or more.6

Section 2. Whereas, this Act is necessary for the support of the state government and its7

existing public institutions, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Act shall be in full8

force and effect from and after its passage and approval.9
