FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to repeal the continuous appropriation of money in the1

Department of Game, Fish, and Parks Fund.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 41-2-35 be amended to read as follows:4

41-2-35. All moneys in the Department of Game, Fish and Parks fund are hereby annually5

appropriated to shall be used with any moneys otherwise appropriated to pay the necessary6

expenses of effectuating the purposes of this title.7

Section 2. That § 41-2-35.1 be repealed.8

41-2-35.1. Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, all funds received by the department9

of game, fish and parks shall be set forth in an informational budget as described in § 4-7-7.2 and10

be annually reviewed by the Legislature. The provisions of this section shall not operate to cause11

the loss of control over expenditures of any portion of dedicated revenues received by the12

department of game, fish and parks.13
