Section 1. That § 13-55E-1 be amended to read as follows:

higher education including mandatory fees imposed upon all full-time students as a
condition of enrollment.
Section 2. That § 13-55E-2 be amended to read as follows:

13-55E-2. tn The Board of Regents shall implement a program whereby the executive

director, in accordance with rules promulgated pursuant to chapter 1-26, the-execttivetirector

may enter into a contract with a purchaser for the advance payment of tuition,reem-and-beare;
or-tuitroronty costs on behalf of a beneficiary for attendance at one, or a combination of
ingtitutions of higher education, without further tuitionreem-ane-beard,-ortuitron-onty costs
to the beneficiary, subject to determination of residency status by the appropriate institution of
higher education. Except asprovided in 8 13-55E-3, benefitsprovided under contract shall begin
not lessthan seventeen yearsfrom the beginning date of thefirst fall academic semester following
the date of payment.

Section 3. That § 13-55E-4 be amended to read as follows:

13-55E-4. The advance payment contract shall specify one of the payment options specified
under this section to be required from the purchaser on behalf of the beneficiary. The one-time
advance payment shall be madein cash or cash equivalentsat the timethe contract issigned. The
executivedirector shall annually determinethe amount of the one-time advance payment for each
of the following payment options:

(1) Not to exceed four academic semesters of resident tuition;-reemand-board at any

state-supported university; or

(2) Not to exceed four academic semestersof nonres dent tuition;-reemrand-beard at any
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state-supported university:

Section 4. That 8 13-55E-10 be amended to read as follows:

13-55E-10. The executive director shall establish a schedule for payment to institutions of
higher education of the tuition;reem-ancbeard-or-tuttton-onty costs on behalf of beneficiaries.
Payment under this section may not begin until the beneficiary appliesto and isaccepted by the
ingtitution of higher education. Upon compl etion or termination of an advance payment contract,
the remaining balance of principal and investment earnings accruing to the contract shall be
credited to the account established under § 13-55E-8.

Section 5. That § 13-55E-13 be amended to read as follows:

13-55E-13. Theexecutivedirector and the state treasurer shall promulgatejointly, pursuant

to chapter 1-26, Rutesrules necessary to administer this chapter shattbepromutgatecortiy-by

-26. Rules adopted pursuant
to this section shall include policies and procedures governing the:
(1) Recept of payments from purchasers on behalf of beneficiaries;
(2) Accounting and reporting to purchasers of payments deposited and invested in
accordance with this chapter;
(3)  Period of time during which the beneficiary may receive benefits under the contract;
(4) Termsand conditions under which contracts may be terminated or modified, refunds
may be granted and direct payment of benefitsmay be made pursuant to 8 13-55E-11;
(5) Provisonsof contract benefits at ingtitutions of higher education;

(6) Payment to ingtitutions of higher education on behalf of beneficiaries,
