FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise and clarify certain provisons relating to e ections
and voter digibility in county road digtricts.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 6-16-1 be amended to read as follows:

6-16-1. Sections 6-16-1 to 6-16-7, inclusive, apply to eections for the formation of certain
gpecial didrictsand for theinitial eection of the board of directors or trustees for these districts.
The special didtricts covered are—estnty—+oad; ambulance, rural fire protection, sanitary,
irrigation, watershed, and water project districts.

Section 2. That § 31-12A-1 be amended to read as follows:

31-12A-1. Apoeputated Any area outsde the boundary of a municipality, which is Stuated
so that the congtruction or maintenance of roads becomes desirable, may be incorporated by its
landowners as a road district pursuant to this chapter.

Section 3. That § 31-12A-5 be amended to read as follows:

31-12A-5. The application for organization shal-be-asprovided+1-§6-16-6 is the petition

referred to in § 31-12A-3, subscribed to by at |least one-third of the owners of land located within

the proposed district and shall be filed with the county auditor and presented to the board of
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county commissioners for consideration at its next meeting.
Section 4. That § 31-12A-6 be amended to read as follows:
31-12A-6. If the board of county commissioners is satisfied that the requirements of this

chapter have been fully complied with, it shall issue an order declaring that the territory shall,

with the assent of the v

6-16-6;thetusve landowners as provided in § 31-12A-10, be an incorporated road district by the

name specified in the application. The name shall be different from that of any other road district
in this state.

Section 5. That chapter 31-12A be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read
asfollows

The county auditor shall give twenty days notice by publication at least once in a newspaper
of general circulation within the county of an election to be held for the purpose of eecting
officers for the district from among the landowners of the district, naming the place, date, and
time at which the election will be held. The county auditor shall appoint judges, three for each
polling place, who shall preside at the first election, which shall be governed by the laws so far
as applicable relating to the eection of county officers.

Section 6. That § 31-12A-17 be amended to read as follows:

31-12A-17. Thetrusteesto be elected at theinitial eection, shall be nominated by the weters

owners of land |located within the digtrict in attendance at the meeting in which the organizational

election isheld. Any trustee to be elected at subsequent eections, shall be nominated by filing
with the digtrict clerk not less than fifteen days before any subsequent election, certificates of
nomination for the offices of trustee. The certificates shall be in writing and shall contain the

name of the candidate, resdence, business address, and the office for which the candidate is

named, and shall be signed by at least five percent of the guahfied-voters |landowners of the
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Section 7. That § 31-12A-27 be amended to read as follows:

31-12A-27. A mgority of the guatified-voters landowners of aroad district may petition a
court of competent jurisdiction for the dissolution of the road district. Dissolution proceedings
shall, to the extent applicable, conform to the provisons for dissolution of municipalities

pursuant to chapter 9-6.
