2 BEIT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

3 Section 1. That subdivison (17) of § 32-6B-1 be amended to read as follows:
4 (17) "Temporary supplemental lot," a location other than the principal place of business
5 or supplemental lot but within the same county as the principal place of business, or
6 in an adjoining county, if the adjoining county has no licensed vehicle dealer sdalling
7 automobiles, pick-ups, or passenger vans and the temporary supplemental ot is no
8 more than twenty-five miles from the principal place of business, where a licensed
9 vehicle dedler or a licensed used vehicle dealer may conduct business for a period of
10 time not to exceed ten consecutive days for a specific purpose such as fairs, auto
11 shows, auctions, shopping center promotions or tent sales. A temporary supplemental
12 lot shall meet all local zoning and building codes for the type of business being
13 conducted;
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
