FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to mandate driver's education, to increase certain fees, and
to make a continuous appropriation to provide funding.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That chapter 13-33 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as
follows:

Any school district operating a secondary school shall offer a course in driver's education.
The school digrict may offer driver's education for academic credit, but is not required to do so.
A school digtrict may offer driver's education through a contract with another school district or
a third-party provider so that driver's education is available to the school district's secondary
sudents. The schoal digtrict shall allow any person who is aresident of South Dakota and is at
least fourteen years of age and less than twenty years of age to enrall in the driver's education
course, whether or not the person is a student in the school district. No person enrolled in
driver's education courses may beincluded in a school didrict's average daily membership for the
purpose of gtate aid to education, unless that person normally attends school in the school

digrict. The course content of the driver's education course shall comply with rules promul gated
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-2- SB3
by the Department of Education and Cultural Affairs.

Section 2. That § 32-3-18 be amended to read as follows:

32-3-18. Application for a certificate of title shall be made to the secretary, upon a form
prescribed by the secretary, containing a full description of the vehicle with vehicle identification
numbers, if any, a satement of applicant's title and all liens and encumbrances thereon, the
county in which the vehicleisto be kept, the names and addresses of the holders of al liens, title
reservations and encumbrances thereon, and any other information as the secretary shall require.
The application shall be accompanied by a fee of five eight dollars. If a certificate of title has
previousy been issued for the motor vehicle, trailer, or semitrailer in this state, it shall be
accompanied by the certificate of title duly assigned, unless provided for in this chapter.

Section 3. That § 32-12-16 be amended to read as follows:

32-12-16. The feefor an original driver'slicense or arenewal of alicense isetght elghteen
dollars. Thefeefor a commercial license istwenty-five dollarsif knowledge and kill testing is
required and fifteen dollars if no skill testing isrequired, and five dollars for each endorsement.
Thefeefor aduplicate license, a name change, or an address change is sx dollars. The fee shall
be credited to the state motor vehicle fund.

Section 4. Notwithstanding § 13-42-4, the Department of Education and Cultural Affairs
ghall issue a stand-alone teacher's certificate to teach driver's education to any person who has
completed eight semester hours of driver's education course work at an accredited postsecondary
ingtitution.

Section 5. The Department of Education and Cultural Affairs and the Department of
Commerce and Regulation shall form a task force for the purpose of developing the course
guiddinesfor driver's education in secondary schools. The task force shall make a report of its
findings and recommendations to the Executive Board of the Legidative Research Council prior

to December 1, 1999.
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Section 6. That chapter 32-12 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as
follows:

The Department of Commerce and Regulation may not issue an operator's license to any
person under eighteen years of age who has not successfully completed an approved coursein
driver's education. This section does not apply to instructional or restricted permits.

Section 7. Theincrease in revenue resulting from the fee increases in sections 2 and 3 of this
Act shall be deposited into the driver's education reimbursement fund which is hereby created
as a separate fund in the state treasury.

Section 8. Each school digtrict shall be reimbursed in the amount of one hundred fifty dollars
for each sudent who successfully compl etes the driver's education course offered by the school
district.

Section 9. There is hereby continuoudy appropriated from the driver's education
rembursement fund any money inthefund to the Department of Education and Cultural Affairs
for the purpose of reimbursing school districts as provided in section 8 of this Act.

Section 10. If the amount of money in the driver's education reimbursement fund is not
aufficient to fund the entitlement provided for in section 8 of this Act, then there is hereby
appropriated to the driver's education reimbursement fund out of any money in the general fund
an amount necessary to fully fund the entitlement provided for in section 8 of this Act.

Section 11. The secretary of the Department of Education and Cultural Affairs shall approve
vouchers and the state auditor shall draw warrants to pay expenditures authorized by this Act.

Section 12. The Department of Education and Cultural Affairs may promulgate rules to
provide for the reimbursement to school districts as provided in this Act.

Section 13. The Department of Commerce and Regulation may promulgate rules to establish
criteriafor approved driver's education courses.

Section 14. Section 1 of this Act is effective August 15, 2000.
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Section 15. Section 6 of this Act is effective September 1, 2001.

Section 16. That chapter 13-33 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as
follows:

Any person with a physical disability between the ages of fourteen to nineteen years old,
incdlusve, who is capable of learning to operate a motor vehicle, including a vehicle modified to
be operated by a person with a physical disability, may enroll in any driver's education course
offered pursuant to section 1 of this Act. The courseg, if necessary, shall train the student in the
use of a vehicle modified for operation by a person with a physical disability and shall have
available adequate equipment and personnd to accomplish such training. Any school district that
provides training required pursuant to this section that resultsin costs in excess of the amount
provided pursuant to section 8 of this Act shall be reimbursed for the excess costs from the
amount set asde pursuant to § 13-37-40 for extraordinary expensesincurred in the provision of

special education programs or services.
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
