BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 32-31-6.1 be amended to read as follows:4

32-31-6.1. Upon approaching from any direction any stopped authorized emergency vehicle5

making use of visual signals meeting the requirements of this chapter, the driver of every any6

other vehicle shall come to a complete stop before he the driver reaches the stopped emergency7

vehicle and. The driver may, unless otherwise directed, proceed with caution only after he the8

driver has ascertained that it is safe to do so. A violation of this section is a Class 2 Class 19

misdemeanor.10
