FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to authorize the Divison of Insurance to promulgate rules
regarding the privacy of medical records.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. The director of insurance shall promulgate rules pursuant to chapter 1-26, to
protect the privacy of personally identifiable health care and medical information, data, and
records. Therules shall cover health care and medical information, data, and records collected,
used, or disclosed by any person licensed or registered under Title 58 or any person with whom
such licensees or registrants contract, and shall include all health care and medical information,
data, and records received by or in the possession of the Divison of Insurance. The rules may
include the following:
(1) Definition of terms,
(2) Standards for the protection of the privacy and confidentiality of personally
identifiable health care information and medical records,
(3 Rulesfor the collection, use, storage, security, disclosure, release, and disposal of
health care and medical information, data, and recordsin all forms, including printed
material, plastic media, audio, video, computerized and electronic transmissions;
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Rules regarding the sale and exchange of health care and medical information, data,
and records,

Rulesto define the responghilities and limitations of those needing or requiring access
to health care and medical information, data, and records,

Rulesfor procedures and documents required for the release or transfer of health care
and medical information, data, and records, including the identity of who may release
such information and records and under what conditions and provisions of the law,
as needed to protect the privacy of personally identifiable health care and medical
information, data, and records;

Rules for the collection, use, storage, security, disclosure, distribution, release, and
disposal of health care information and medical records obtained, used, or held in
connection with the operation, maintenance, or review of insurance certificates,
contracts, policies, and plans, and health maintenance organizations, subject to the

jurigdiction of the director of insurance.
