The atterrey—genera+s

further-adthorized-and-empoweredto Bureau of Information and Telecommunications may also

purchase or lease the necessary teleprinters and other apparatus and equipment to construct,
maintain, and control the tel eprinter communi cations network.

Section 2. That § 1-13-13 be amended to read as follows:

1-13-13. Each county within the state shall furnish to the sheriff of that county ateleprinter

and other necessary equipment of atype specified by the atterrney-general Bureau of | nformation

and T elecommunications.

Section 3. That 8§ 1-13-14 be amended to read as follows:
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1-13-14. Any first or second class municipality may apply to participate in the unified

teleprinter network. If the applicationisapproved by the atterney-generat Bureau of Information

and Telecommunications, the participating municipality shall furnishits police department with

ateleprinter and other necessary equipment of a type specified by the attorney-generat Bureau

of Information and T elecommunications.
