A JOINT RESOLUTION, Proposing and submitting to the el ectors at the next general e ection,
an amendment to Article V111 of the Constitution of the State of South Dakota, relating to
scholarships for students attending certain universities, colleges, and technical schools
located in the state.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA, THE

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES CONCURRING THEREIN:

Section 1. That at the next general election held in the state, the following amendment to
Article VIII of the Congtitution of the State of South Dakota, as set forth in section 2 of this
Joint Resolution, which is hereby agreed to, shall be submitted to the electors of the state for
approval.

Section 2. That Article VII1 of the Congtitution, of the State of South Dakota, be amended
by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as follows:

§ 21. Notwithstanding the provisions of section 3, Article VI and section 16, Article VIII,

the Legidature may authorize by law the granting of scholarships to South Dakota students
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1 attending public and nonpublic universities, colleges, and technical schoolslocated in the state.

2  ThelLegidature may establish by law the qualifications for such scholarships.
