Section 1. That chapter 35-4 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

The premises of a retailer licensed pursuant to subdivision 35-4-2(6) shall be described on6

the application for the license and may include any hotel with at least fifty rooms that are suitable7

lodging accommodations, any convention center and related facility, and any full-service8

restaurant under common ownership and management before January 1, 2003, separated only9

by a scenic public right of way and a linear distance of no more than five hundred feet. For10

purposes of this section, a full-service restaurant has facilities for the serving of  prepared meals11

from a fixed restaurant area with a separate kitchen and a simultaneous seating capacity of at12

least sixty patrons.13
