FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to provide for the issuance of certain hunting licenses to1

persons on active duty in the armed forces.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 41-6 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

Any person who is on active duty in the armed forces of the United States, who at the time6

of entry into active duty was a resident of South Dakota, and who is stationed at a location7

outside the state may apply to the licensing office of the Department of Game, Fish and Parks8

in Pierre and shall receive an annual resident combination license issued by the department9

without payment of any fee. This Act does not apply to any person who is serving on active duty10

for training as a member of the armed forces reserve or national guard.11
