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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to create county superintendents of schools.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. Each county shall have a county superintendent of schools. The county
superintendent of schools shall report to the county board of commissioners and the school
boards of all the school districts within the county.

Section 2. If two or more school digtricts are located entirely within the boundaries of a
county, those school digtricts shall collectively hire one superintendent to serve the school
digtrictsin that county.

Section 3. The office of the county superintendent of schools shall be located at the county

seat.
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
