FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to authorize certain haulers of baled garbageto recelve an
overgze vehicle permit.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

Section 1. That § 32-22-41 be amended to read as follows:

32-22-41. A manufacturer of agricultural machinery or equipment transporting machinery
or equipment manufactured in South Dakota to a point in South Dakota; a dealer in and
commercial carrier of oversize farmimplements; afarmer or rancher transporting oversize farm
implements, a commercial operator of oversize farm implements doing businessin this state; a
municipal operator of dudge hauling vehicles, a person engaged in hauling livestock, stacked

feed, baled hay, or baled flax straw; amunicipal or commercial hauler of baled garbage; a person

engaged in hauling mobilehomes manufacturedinthisstate; or amanufacturer, user, or producer
of construction machinery, equipment, or materialsused or produced in South Dakotamay apply
to the Divison of Highway Patrol for an oversize permit. The Divison of Highway Patrol may
grant the permit for a period not to exceed twelve months. The Department of Transportation

may specify the routes or classes of highways which may be used by the permit holder. The
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1  Trangportation Commission may adopt rulespursuant to chapter 1-26 to protect the public safety
2 and wefare by restricting the maximum size of vehicles and their loads allowed under permits

3 issued pursuant to this section.
