FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to permit certain persons holding a restricted driving permit1

to operate a motor vehicle for an extended period of time.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That chapter 32-12 be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read as4

follows:5

Any person with a restricted minor's permit may submit an application to the county sheriff6

requesting the sheriff to extend the hours from 5:00 a.m. to 11:30 p.m. for which such person7

may operate a motor vehicle. The sheriff shall consider the circumstances for the request and8

determine the necessity of extending the hours for operating a motor vehicle beyond the time9

constraints provided in chapter 32-12. The only circumstances that the sheriff may consider are10

school activities and employment. The sheriff shall notify the Department of Commerce and11

Regulation if an application has been approved. The Department of Commerce and Regulation12

may promulgate rules, pursuant to chapter 1-26, prescribing an application and determining the13

information required to submit an application and the documentation given to the applicant to14

provide evidence that the application has been approved.15
