BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 35-4-81.1 be amended to read as follows:4

35-4-81.1. No off-sale licensee, licensed under subdivisions 35-4-2(3), (5), and (19), may5

sell, or allow to be sold, alcoholic beverages between the hours of twelve midnight and seven six6

a.m. of the following day, or sell, or allow to be sold, distilled spirits or wine on Memorial Day7

or Christmas Day. In addition, no off-sale licensee may sell, or allow to be sold, alcoholic8

beverages on Sunday unless the municipality or the county by ordinance allows such sales on9

Sunday.10
