The Board of Regents may contract for the construction, completion, finishing,
equipping, and maintaining of utilities, furnishings, architectural and engineering services,
asbestos abatement, and Site preparation to place the donated swine nursery building in service,
at the estimated cost of thirty thousand dollars ($30,000).

Section 3. Thereishereby appropriated thirty thousand dollars ($30,000) fromthe grant and
contract indirect recovery funds to accomplish the purposes of this Act.

Section 4. The Board of Regents may accept, transfer, and expend any funds obtained for
the purposes of this Act from federal sources, gifts, contributions, or any other sources.

FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise certain provisons regarding the operation of
vehicles upon the approach of authorized emergency vehicles.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. That § 32-31-6.1 be amended to read as follows:
32-31-6.1. Upon approaching from any direction any stopped authorized emergency vehicle
making use of red visual signalsmeeting the requirementsof thisehapter title, the driver of every
other vehicle shall come to a complete stop before he+eaches reaching the stopped emergency
vehicle and may, unless otherwise directed, proceed with caution only after he-hasascertairied

ascertaining that it issafeto do so, and upon approaching from any direction any vehicle making

use of amber or yellow warning lights, the driver of every other vehicle shall:

(1) If drivingon aninterstate highway or other highway with two or morelanestraveling

in the same direction asthe emergency vehicle, merge into the lane farthest from the

emergency vehicle and proceed with caution, unless otherwise directed; or

(2) Ifdrivingon atwo lanehighway, Slow to aspeedthat isat least twenty milesper hour

less than the posted speed limit or five miles per hour when the speed limit is posted
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at twenty miles per hour or less and proceed with caution, unless otherwise directed.

A violation of this section is a Class 2 misdemeanor.
