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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to repeal the prohibition on certain objects dangling1

between a motor vehicle driver and the vehicle's windshield.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. That § 32-15-6 be repealed.4

32-15-6. It is a petty offense for any person to drive any vehicle upon a highway with any5

object or gadget dangling between the view of the driver and the windshield of the vehicle.6
