FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to make an appropriation for the restoration of certain1

valuable works of art owned by the state.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. There is hereby appropriated the sum of fifty-nine thousand one hundred dollars4

($59,100) from the state general fund, and fifty-nine thousand one hundred dollars ($59,100)5

in other fund expenditure authority, or so much thereof as may be necessary, to the South6

Dakota Art Museum of South Dakota State University at Brookings, South Dakota for the7

purposes of performing professional restoration and conservation work on one-hundred and8

fourteen works of art by South Dakota artist, Harvey Dunn.9

Section 2. The executive director of the Board of Regents shall approve vouchers and the10

state auditor shall draw warrants to pay expenditures authorized by this Act.11
