1 FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise the long-term building projects authorized for
2 Northern State University.

3 BEIT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:

4 Section 1. That section 3 of chapter 95 of the 2001 Session Laws be amended to read as
5 follows:
6 Section 3. The projects authorized in section 1 of this Act, to be financed through the

7  issuance of revenue bonds by the South Dakota Building Authority, include the following:

8 (1) TheCook classroom renovation or replacement space at Black Hills State University

9 in Spearfish, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of eight million two hundred fifty
10 thousand dollars provided that, in no event, may the building authority issue bonds
11 for more than two million five hundred thousand dollars, for the Cook classroom
12 renovation or replacement space;
13 (2)  Thetechnology classroom building renovation or replacement space at Dakota State
14 University in Madison, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of two million five
15 hundred thousand dollars;
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The library remodeling at the South Dakota School of Mines and Technology in
Rapid City, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of eight hundred el ghty-onethousand
dollars;

The primary electrical distribution system upgrade at the South Dakota School of
Mines and Technology in Rapid City, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of seven
hundred eighty-four thousand dollars;

The mechanical building air conditioning project at the South Dakota School of

Mines and Technology in Rapid City, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of three

hundred seventy-six thousand dollars;

The Mewaldt—Jensen Classroom Building terevation addition at Northern State

University in Aberdeen, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of three seven million
frve-hundred-thousand dollars;

The Lee Medicine and Science Hall renovation or replacement space at the
University of South Dakota in Vermillion, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of
thirty-two million dollars of which no more than twelve million five hundred
thousand dollars may be financed through the issuance of revenue bonds; and

The Shepard Hall renovation or replacement space at the South Dakota State
University in Brookings, South Dakota, for an estimated cost of twenty million
dollars of which no morethan eleven million eight hundred thousand dollars may be
financed for the Shepard Hall renovation or replacement space through the issuance

of revenue bonds.
