Section 2. That section 30 of chapter 2 of the 2003 Session Laws be amended to read as
follows:

Section 30. The state treasurer shall transfer to the state general fund money from the
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educati on enhancement trust fund, theamount identified by notice of the statei nvestment officer
pursuant to 8 4-5-29.2, for enhancement of stateaid to general educati on-ane, state aid to special

education, and education enhancement.

Section 3. Any state general funds appropriated by this Act that are unspent at the end of
fiscal year 2004 are reappropriated to fiscal year 2005.

Section 4. This Act is effective June 14, 2004.
