WHEREAS, the construction of an outdoor facility is currently being planned and would
be designated for the purposes of Native American performing arts and competitive cultural
events, which are anticipated to provide economic and social development and benefitsfor the
people of South Dakota, Sioux Tribes, Hughes and Stanley Counties, and the municipalities of
Pierre and Fort Pierre; and

WHEREAS, this outdoor facility would be built below the Oahe Dam on or about
Campground Number Three and would be leased to the United Sioux Tribes of South Dakota
