BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKQOTA:
Section 1. Any tribal housing improvement program approved by the Bureau of Indian
Affairs under 25 C.F.R. Part 256, as amended to January 1, 2006, may assist or act on behalf
of any applicant for housing under the Governor'shouse program. Such assistance, invol vement,
or action on behaf of the applicant by a tribal housing improvement program does not
disqualify theapplicant for participation in the Governor's house program. Notwithstanding any
other provision of law, the South DakotaHousing Devel opment Authority shall allow any tribal
housing improvement program approved by the Bureau of Indian Affairsunder 25 C.F.R. Part
256, as amended to January 1, 2006, to participate in the acquisition of a home through the
Governor's house program and may not prohibit such participation on the basis of the use of

federal funds.
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
