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FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to repeal the election equipment replacement fund and to1

transfer the existing balance to the state general fund.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:3

Section 1. All moneys, including interest, on deposit in the election equipment replacement4

fund as of the effective date of this Act is hereby transferred to the state general fund.5

Section 2. That § 12-1-19 be repealed.6

12-1-19. There is hereby established in the state treasury a special projects fund to be7

designated as the election equipment replacement fund. This fund shall consist of all moneys8

from all lawful public and private sources, including legislative appropriations, county9

appropriations, federal grants, interest on investments, lease payments, and principal and interest10

on loans made from the fund. Disbursements from the fund shall be made by warrants drawn11

by the state auditor on vouchers approved by the secretary of state.12

Section 3. That § 12-1-20 be repealed.13

12-1-20. The State Board of Elections may promulgate rules, pursuant to chapter 1-26, for14

the administration of the election equipment replacement fund. The rules may also address the15
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application procedure, selection criteria, and the terms and conditions for funding projects.1
